Philip Quaque was the first African to be ordained in the Church of England. He was sent to London by the missionary Reverend Thomas Thompson to be educated according to Christian principles and returned to Cape Coast Castle in 1765 to carry on the work of the S.P.G. He wrote regularly to the Society until his death in 1811.

The Church Missionary Society (founded 1799) had three missions in Nigeria – the Yoruba mission begun in 1844 [ref. A2], the Niger mission begun in 1857 [ref. A3] and the Northern Nigeria mission, known as Hausaland 1900-1906 and begun as a separate entity in 1907 [ref. A97]. Each Mission series consists of three series of documents: Letter-books – containing copies of out-going correspondence from the London headquarters to the mission field. Précis books – summaries of all incoming papers from the mission. Incoming papers – mainly letters from the mission secretary dealing with administrative matters, letters from the bishop and individual missionaries and local diocesan committee minutes.
